In Joel 2:12-13 (NRSV) we read, ñYet even 

now, says the Lord, return to me with all your 

heart, with fasting, with weeping, and with 

mourning; rend your hearts and not your 

clothing. Return to the Lord, your God, for he 

is gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and 

abounding in steadfast love, and relents from 

punishing.ò 

The Season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday 

March 2nd, and will continue for forty days, 

not counting Sundays. It ends on Holy Satur-

day, April 16th.  

This is a season where we begin the journey, 

through the scriptures, with Christôs tempta-

tion by Satan on the first Sunday of Lent all 

the way to the cross on Good Friday. Itôs a 

time for penance for Christians. 

How do we show that we are 

truly sad about the sins that 

we have allowed to come be-

tween God and ourselves? 

It starts on Ash Wednesday when the sign of 

the cross is made with ashes on our fore-

heads, and the words, ñRepent, and believe 

the gospel.ò are spoken over us. 

The ashes are a sign of our mortality and sin.
